
“One Love Fits All” Tract

Hi!  I’m a Christian.  I want to share what this means to me.  I’d like to share it with you.
To me, being a Christian means, “I’M HIS.”  I belong to Jesus Christ.

I’D LIKE TO SHARE THIS WITH EVERYONE, but because I can’t always speak to people personally, I use 
this brief statement as a tool to speak for me.

It expresses what the Bible tells me about Jesus and how I got right with God through Him.

Many people around me are trying to follow the Golden Rule.  “Do unto others as you would have them do unto 
you.”  They are trying to get right with God by being good.

That just doesn’t work.  We always miss the mark, as the Bible says, “There is not a righteous man on earth 
who does good and never sins.”  (Ecclesiastes 7:20)

JESUS ALSO EXPLAINED that JUST BEING GOOD IN THE HUMAN SENSE ISN’T ENOUGH, TO BE 
RIGHT WITH God, you must be perfect.  Yes, perfect!  Jesus says, “you must be perfect as you Heavenly 
Father is perfect.” (Matthew 5:48)

At this point you may throw up your hands and protest, “I can try to be good, but perfect?  That’s impossible!”

JESUS WANTED ME TO SEE that it is impossible for me, for you, for anyone to be perfect on his own.  He 
also wanted me to see that this is exactly what God demands, perfection.  What a dilemma!

He forced me to look outside of myself for the power to get right with God.  But look where?  Jesus said, look 
to Me!  “Sin pays off  with death, but God gives everlasting life in Christ Jesus, our Lord.”  (Romans 6:23)

I LEARNED that Jesus “died once for all of us guilty sinner, although He Himself was innocent of any sin at 
any time, that He might bring us safely home to God.”  (I Peter 3:18)  And also that, “there is one God and one 
Mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, who gave Himself as a ransom for all…” (I Timothy 
2:5)

So I saw that getting right with God depended on what Jesus had done and not on what I had done.   HE 
SHOWED ME that on my own I fail.

FINALLY, JESUS SHOWED ME HOW I BECAME HIS.  He told me, “You did not choose Me, but I choose 
you that you should go and bear fruit…”  (John 15:16)  He also told me that he accomplished this through the 
work of the Holy Spirit, for He said, “No one can say ‘Jesus is Lord’ except by the Holy Spirit.”  (I Cor 12:3b)

My dear friend, God the Holy Spirit is calling you right now through His Word, to receive Jesus as your 
personal Savior and Lord, as He also gives you the power to do so.  I know, that’ how I was able to say, “I’m 
HIS.”  You can too!

I INVITE YOU to do what I did.  Come to Jesus as you are.  Repent of your sins (everything that separators you 
from God).  Receive Jesus as God, as your Savior, and as Lord of your life.  Then continue in the study of His 
Word.  Look for a fellowship of Christians, where you can worship, pray and serve Him together.
